	(1)  an oral hearing for permission to apply for Judicial Review

(2)   An order that the final hearing be expedited, on the grounds that if the Claimant falls to have his sentence of life imprisonment reassessed so as to turn it into a determinate sentence, it will be contended that the Claimant should be treated as though he had been found Guilty of manslaughter. The time already spent in custody by the Claimant is over 5 years, which is the equivalent of a sentence of imprisonment of 7.5 years without taking into account parole, and the equivalent of a sentence of 10 years, taking into account the possibility of parol. It will be contended that an appropriate sentence for "road rage" manslaughter is 7-8 years. There is, therefore, a degree of urgency about the proceedings.
