20. The Appellants ask the Court to certify the following questions as of general importance for consideration by their Lordship’s House and for leave to appeal thereon.

“1. Where a Court determines that a witness does not attend Court through fear caused by a defendant or on his behalf, is the defendant still entitled to rely upon the guarantees in Article 6(3)(d) of the European Convention on Human Rights?

2. Where a defendant has not had the opportunity to test a witness’s evidence at any stage prior to trial and the witness does not then attend that trial, can the defendant have a fair trial within the meaning of article 6 of the Convention where the evidence was read out to the jury and could be described as substantial or decisive against the Defendant?”
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
